The trail starts at the station of O

lvera. This m
unicipality, 

w
ith Arabic elem

ents and declared an H
istoric-Artistic Site 

form
s part of the W

hite Villages Route. The old stop has 
been restored and converted into a sm

all hotel w
ith a res-

taurant and is next to a sports park. The initial section runs 
betw

een olive groves that gave the m
unicipality its nam

e: 
O

lvera, derived from
 O

livera.

2.	
The trail reaches the station of N

avalgurilla, the only one 
that rem

ains unrestored and w
here there is a sm

all rest area 
and carpark that offers the opportunity of starting the trail 
from

 this point. A little after the station, the route crosses 
an extensive fighting bull ranch. From

 here to the end of 
the route, the trail runs through an area of M

editerranean 
scrubland.

3.	
Through this rugged landscape, sandw

iched betw
een 

sm
all m

ountains and sculpted by rivers and rock, at 
around the half-w

ay point, the trail reaches the Peñón de 
Zafram

agón N
ature Reserve, at the foot of w

hich runs the 
River G

uadalporcún. Som
e m

etres further on is the Peñón 
de Zafram

agón Visitors’ Centre and Vulture O
bservatory 

w
hich opens every day of the year and houses a sm

all 
interpretive exhibition on the N

ature Reserve and its bio-
diversity w

ith a special focus on this nature trail and the 
villages it passes through. O

n a screen on the centre’s first 
floor, you can observe a live stream

 of the Peñon vultures’ 
nests from

 cam
eras installed in the nests them

selves. 

4
.	

The route continues until you encounter the start of a 

path that leads us to the fountain and m
egalithic tom

b of 
La A

rbequilla. The fountain is part of a Rom
an irrigation 

channel that can still be observed, close to the m
egalithic 

tom
b and m

enhir. The trail continues, arriving at Coripe 
station, also restored and converted into a hotel and res-
taurant. There is a sm

all rest area w
ith a carpark and an 

inform
ation point on the nature trail, offering the trave-

ller the perfect excuse to m
ake a stop.

5.	
Before crossing the viaduct at C

oripe, take a detour 
to the El C

haparro de la Vega N
atural M

onum
ent: a 

thousand-year-old holm
 oak over 14m

 tall and boas-
ting crow

n of 30m
 in diam

eter. It is located som
e 500m

 
from

 the trail and is a traditional m
eeting point and set-

ting for m
any celebrations for the locals of C

oripe. From
 

C
oripe, the route continues, crossing the old cattle road 

that leads to the La Toleta recreation area, w
here visi-

tors can cam
p provided they obtain prior authorisation 

from
 C

oripe Tow
n C

ouncil. This is also the site of the 
confluence of the Rivers G

uadalporcún and G
uadalete, 

one of the m
ost im

portant in the province of C
ádiz.

6.	
From

 here, the route runs parallel to this section of the 
River G

uadalete, through a landscape w
here the viaducts of 

G
illete and Los Azares stand out spectacularly. After cros-

sing both viaducts, the landscape turns agricultural again.

7.	
The route continues and at the end w

e can observe a pa-
noram

ic view
 of the village of Puerto Serrano, w

here the 
traveller w

ill find the nature trail’s interpretive centre and 

just past this the station, w
hich has also been conver-

ted into a country hotel and restaurant. N
ext to this is a 

new
 rest area and carpark that m

arks the end of the rou-
te. There aren’t m

any other trails that pass close to the 
La Sierra G

reenw
ay N

ature Trail, except for the odd track 
from

 the m
unicipalities through w

hich it passes. 
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For a long stretch of its course, La Sierra G
reenw

ay 
N

ature Trail runs alongside tw
o rivers: the G

uadalpor-
cún and the G

uadalete. Both are in perfect condition 
and share a com

m
on denom

inator w
ith the other ri-

vers of the south of the Iberian Peninsula: their nam
es 

begin w
ith G

uadal. It seem
s that all of these nam

es 
are derived from

 the A
rabic w

ork W
adi, m

eaning river 
or stream

.

The rivers of the Iberian Peninsula’s M
editerranean 

basin, especially those w
hose nam

es begin w
ith G

ua-
dal, are noted for their strong seasonality, m

aintaining 
a steady flow

 throughout the year except in sum
m

er 
w

hen they alm
ost com

pletely dry out, w
ith w

ater in 
sm

all pools m
aintaining the biodiversity in tim

es of 
scarcity. H

ow
ever, this does not reduce the large num

-
bers of species that inhabit them

, and they are a po-
pular refuge for threatened species such as the otter. 
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
