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1.	
The starting point of this nature trail is found on the 
outskirts of San Blas, right before crossing the exit of 
the A-1513 road. W

ithout crossing the river, the route 
m

eanders past the last of the houses until reaching a 
square w

ith an inform
ation panel next to the rem

ains of 
an old m

ill. A
 ford of stones over the river enables you 

to cross to the other side and get closer to a spring w
ith 

tw
o spouts, know

n as La Fuente de la Señorita.

.2.	The route continues up the left of the G
uadalaviar River, 

until crossing a m
etal footbridge to the other side. The 

griffon vultures circle the narrow
 river banks, the w

oods 
of w

hich are form
ed of big w

illow
s, ash trees, haw

thorns 
and poplars, a dense undergrow

th of blackberries, w
ild 

plum
s and roses and dense reeds that cover the w

ater 
in som

e areas.

3.	
A

fter passing a sm
all square you reach a rustic staircase 

that aids access to the stone slab on the river that serves 
as a view

point. O
nce this giant obstacle has been left be-

hind, the trail descends tow
ards the river. A

 little further 
ahead, you m

ust skirt another block of stone by using the 
footbridges in order to ascend to the peak on the right.

.	

A
fter this, you w

ill find m
ore steps that have to be clim

-
bed to cross a narrow

 canyon, the bed of w
hich rem

ains 
covered by w

ater, so you need to w
alk over the platform

 
located on the hillside, over the river.

5.	
A

 little further ahead there is a fork in the road w
here 

there are tw
o possible routes. The first continues along 

a sharp zigzag and rises tow
ard the border of the gor-

ge, until it reaches a platform
 that allow

s you to reach 
the rocky canyon, w

hich still conserves the rem
ains of 

a sm
all dam

 dating back to the m
iddle ages. The stretch 

finishes in an open prairie, w
here there is a space that is 

not covered by w
ater.

6.	The other alternative is to drive tow
ards the floodplain, 

rising tow
ards high m

oorland. From
 here you can enjoy 

the panoram
ic view

s of Teruel, surrounded by hillsi-
des covered in junipers and the high plains w

ith cereal 
crops. O

n the left there is an observation point and on 
the right a trail path that borders the canyon. The na-
ture trail descends tow

ards a river by a large staircase 
that m

eets a m
eadow

 w
hich coincides w

ith the trail 
that continues by the gorge and the high m

oorland, and 
continues by a succession of eight w

ooden bridges.

7.	
Finally, the route reaches the reservoir dam

 of A
rquillo 

de San Blas. A
 staircase, located on the left slope, ri-

ses tow
ards the reservoir offering privileged view

s of 
the structure. The nature trail finishes there, w

ith som
e 

excellent view
s of the reservoir and the juniper on the 

other bank, declared a Site of C
om

m
unity Im

portance 
(SC

I).
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To com
plete the visit it is highly recom

m
ended that 

you visit this historic and beautiful city, declared 
a W

orld H
eritage Site due to its stylish M

udéjar 
m

onum
ents, am

ong w
hich the C

athedral of Santa 
M

aría de M
ediavilla, the Tow

ers of El Salvador and 
San M

artín and the Tow
er and C

hurch of San Pedro 
should be noted.

A
lso notable are the M

udéjar Revival w
orks of art, 

som
e extrem

ely elegant like the south façade of the 
C

athedral, the Plaza de Toros and the staircase to 
access the Paseo del Ó

valo. Furtherm
ore, abundant 

m
edieval elem

ents have been conserved, such as 
the underground cistern of the Plaza del Torico, the 
Bom

bardera, Rincón, A
m

beles and St. Stephen (San 
Esteban) Tow

ers, and the A
ndaquilla, D

aroca and St. 
M

ichaels (San M
iguel) G

ates (also called the G
ate 

of Treason), w
hich are the gates of the w

all that su-
rrounds the city.

Teruel, sim
ilarly, hides m

odern treasures such as El 
Torico, La M

adrileña, the C
asa Ferrán or the C

asa 
Bayo, w

ith its forge balconies, as w
ell as the C

hurch 
of San Salvador, located on the outskirts.

The trail to the Santa Bárbara shrine allow
s you to 

enjoy the best view
s of the city and its surroundings. 
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
