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IMPORT REQUIREMENTS FOR PLASTIC WASTE INTENDED

FOR RECYCLING FROM CERTAIN THIRD COUNTRIES

Points of Entry

The import of plastic waste* from Algeria, Libya, Morocco and Tunisia intended for
recycling can only take place through a port authorized as a Point of Entry for Vehicles
(in accordance with Royal Decree 542/2016).

* It shall not apply to plastics already recycled, treated and ready for the
manufacture of plastic packaging (e.g. PET flakes).

Authorization of the importing company

Prior to starting import operations, the importer must present all the necessary
documentation related to the process of collection, selection, importation, transport and
transformation of the waste, to the Animal Health Service of the Point of Entry, including
a protocol with all the measures adopted in order to reduce the risk of spreading
infectious and contagious diseases.

The documentation to be provided by the importer shall include, at least:

Plastic waste collection system in the country of origin.

Typology and origin of the waste.

Procedure for cleaning and disinfection of plastic waste at source, as well as transport
vehicles, indicating the products used.

Transport procedure.

Treatment of the waste at the destination plant.

Details of the person responsible for reception and control at the destination plant.

Once this documentation has been assessed by the Animal Health Service of the Point
of Entry, if it is considered that the procedure is adequate and the risk of spreading
infectious diseases is practically non-existent, the company will be informed that the
procedure presented is compliant and can begin to import the waste for the recycling
plant.

Each import must be controlled by the Animal Health Service staff at the Point of Entry.



3. Prior notification of the arrival of the goods

The importer, directly or through his customs representative, must give prior notification
of the arrival of the consignment to the Animal Health Service responsible for the Point
of Entry.

Each consignment of waste intended for recycling must be notified by presenting Part |
of the Common Health Entry Document (CHED-D) in Traces NT.
In box 1.18, indicate "Other" as the destination of the goods.

Prior to departure from the country of origin, the plastic waste must have been
disinfected with a chemical agent of recognized disinfectant efficacy. Likewise, the
means of transport must be externally disinfected before leaving to the European Union.

All these points (treatment of the product and of the means of transport) must be proved
by the corresponding document issued by the competent authorities of the plant of
origin.
